Working the landscape with a 4x5 view camera is often
quite demanding. There is no autofocus, no
autoexposure, no zoom lenses or menu options. The 4x5
format is heavy, slow, and cumbersome; a light-tight
box reminiscint of an earlier time, before electronics,
batteries and computers. Yet it offers a closer intimacy
with the natural world, and allows me to see details and
patterns that | would otherwise overlook. The camera is
so slow to use that | focus more on finding the right
image that evokes a sense of place rather than randomly
clicking away because | can. It helps mesee' more
clearly. As an added bonus the resulting images are
filled with the same
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level of clarity and detail that | witnessed at the origs@dne because the 4x5 format is
10 times the size of a 35mm or equivalent digital camera. Youwntagss this in the
very large 30"x 40" or 40"x 50" prints that | specialize in. Thages feel as though you
could step inside them. It is all the vitality of nature froze time for the viewer to
ponder and enjoy. My goal is to successfully capture the many naoodsolours of our
wonderful country so that | can create a rich, energetic, hightgpaktfolio of nature's
complex design.
